Our volunteers 

work towards this goal by manning a Spay/Neuter telephone line to assist 

those who might need financial help, or direction to a ñLow Cost Spay/

Neuter Clinicò to prevent future unwanted pets.  It has been proven time 

and again that a spayed or neutered pet is far healthier and happier than 

one left to its own defenses against further unwanted  reproductions.  ñThe 

message to those of us with animal companions is: take care of them as 

you would take care of yourself. Show gratitude; they are gifts from

The sign on her cage said, 

ñMother did not want.ò  My sister said it was the gentle look in her 

eyes, and she just knew Misty was the one.  We were all smitten.   

  

We brought Misty home and confirmed she was housebroken.   My 

Dad, who at that time had little interest in anything and did not 

want to leave the house, soon began taking Misty for walks, no 

matter what the weather.  Misty was older, too, and she fit in just 

fine with slower walks and sleeping by my Dadôs easy chair, when 

he was in it.  Otherwise, she found a spot in the kitchen with 

Mom.    My mother found great joy in doting on Misty and loving 

her as another child.  I knew the dog fulfilled a very special 

purpose in my Dadôs life when I heard him whistling againð

something he hadnôt done for quite a while. 

  

Misty found a great home, my parents perked up, and I believe 

their quality of life increased dramatically because of Misty.  After 

my Dad died several years later, Mom still had Misty, who gave 

her unconditional love and companionship, for several more 

years.
